3. Discussion of raising continuing GPA to 2.5 (Ron Smelser) 

Assistant Dean Smelser proposes an end-of-freshman year requirement for good standing and a 2.5 GPA 

before being moved on to the major department. It is intended that this new requirement would apply to 

all engineering majors except Engineering Technology. Dr. Smelser asked faculty to begin discussing that 

http://www.coe.uncc.edu/faculty-and-staff/coe-faculty-organization.html
http://www.coe.uncc.edu/faculty-and-staff/coe-faculty-organization.html


proposed requirement.
